The Fund was dormant until 2002 as attention
was focused on the Building Fund Drive and expansions.

And they did just that. They established the
documentation governing the operation of the Fund,
sponsored seminars on financial topics, and educated the
congregation about the need for an Endowment Fund.

? championed the idea of making memorial
and honorary gifts to the Fund, which was the source of a
substantial part of its assets. Please forgive me if | have
omitted the name of anyone else who has been involved
in the development of the Endowment Fund.

Raising money for endowment funds is hard. There
are always pressing needs for money to be spent currently
for worthwhile projects. But our UUCC visionaries knew
that if we saved some money in an endowment fund, that
over time it would grow, and, someday it would provide
meaningful permanent support for UUCC.

And so, with memorial contributions from numerous
UUCC members and friends, including contributions of
$10,000 from Margaret O’Dell, and $5,000 each from
Francis Miller, and Eileen Henderson, the UUCC
Endowment Fund grew to be $50,000 as of
September 30, 2007.

These generous gifts have placed the Endowment
Fund’s assets at approximately $275,000 and have
inspired the UUCC Endowment Board to begin an effort
to propel the Endowment Fund to the next level — the
million dollar level.

What would a million dollar endowment mean for
UUCC? A million dollar endowment could mean $40,000
in distributions to UUCC each and every year for
purposes determined by the Board of Trustees.

That would mean significant funding every year for
one or more special projects. Think of the possibilities!
So how are we going to reach the million dollar figure?
Many UUCC members have already named the UUCC
Endowment Fund in their wills. Consider this as a way to
support the Endowment Fund without reducing your
current assets or income.

Giving appreciated securities to the Endowment Fund
provides the donor with special tax advantages.

Gifts of securities to the UUA Pooled Income Fund will
provide income to the donor during the donor’s lifetime,
usually producing greater income than the donated
securities. The income can be paid to another designated
person after the donor’s death. And the donor also
receives a tax deduction. Gifts of appreciated securities to
the UUA Pooled Income Fund are especially tax
advantageous.

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One of the things I really enjoy about being at the
Unitarian Universalist Congregation of Columbia is the
chance hear Rev. Paige Getty’s sermons. For me, this
usually occurs in the car during my morning commute
from Glenn Dale in Prince George’s County to
Columbia. Listening to the soothing sounds of Paige’s
southern voice transforms the usual hectic 30-minute
drive into a spiritual experience and provides new insight
into what it means to be Unitarian Universalist.

A sermon | often come back to is the one she gave
this past fall on worship called, “To Shape Things of
Worth.” In it she said, “worship isn’t merely an act of
prostration before a deity; that we come together as a
community of religious seekers, yearning for hope,
inspiration, community, insight into truth, glimpses of the
divine; that we come together to acknowledge there is
some truth greater that our individual experiences...”

And that community of religious seekers includes our
children and youth. What a joy it is to see them every
Sunday morning worshipping with us briefly before they
leave for their religious education classes. And how
wonderful it is to worship together — children, youth,
adults and elders -- for those few minutes.

This experience helps children and youth feel part of
our UUCC community as well as familiarize them with
some of our worship rituals — the sounding of the bell
that calls us to worship, Paige’s welcome and opening
words, the chalice-lighting, an opening hymn and a
shared story or song. In addition to this time together,
children also need their own time to worship together in
their own unique way.

“Children’s worship means cultivating relationships
and building connections,” says Religious Educator
Michelle Richards in her book, Come Into the Circle.

“It means lighting a chalice, singing songs and centering
ourselves with meditation. It means experiences —
memorable, mystical, and magical — that stir their hearts

and their expanding minds. It means reaching for
rainbows, and even, if only spiritually touching them.”

This month, we’ll be starting a monthly Children’s
Chapel here at UUCC. Children will start in the
sanctuary as usual and be sung out after the Children’s
Greeting. They will then go downstairs for Children’s
Chapel.

“Planning worship from a child’s perspective is a good
way to help our children feel part of the church,” says
Ms. Richards, a religious education program consultant
for the Central Midwest District. “Good children’s
worship can also help our young ones understand the
importance of developing and expressing their faith,” she
goes on to say. “When this is affirmed, children establish
a strong sense of religious identity. The church becomes
an important part of their lives and who they are.”

Who better than Paige to lead our first Children’s
Chapel on Februrary 3! I’ll be leading subsequent ones
and will be including music, stories, readings, and
meditation as well our traditional UUCC worship rituals
such as the call to worship, the chalice lighting, opening
and closing words. | welcome your input and
participation.

In the meantime, think about why and how you
worship. Think about meaningful worship experiences in
your life and what made them so. Are they different
from any worship experiences you may have had as a
child? Then think about our children and youth at
UUCC.

What spiritual experiences do you want them to take
with them this place when they move on to adulthood?

What we want to do is to create worship experiences
that generate the kind of memories that help our children
and youth establish their own strong sense of religious
identity. Come be a part of this exciting enfolding
process!
