When | came across the Christiaan Beker passage above, | was reminded that we
Unitarian Universalists—as individuals and as a corporate body—are called to bear one
another’s burdens and the burdens of creation, and to bear witness to that creation.

Church, as Beker says, is not separate from the world, and not a place to escape from it.
Our faith instead calls us to engage with the world and with one another, bearing one
another’s burdens and the burdens of creation... and bearing witness on behalf of a creation
that cannot speak for itself. At our best, we do not stand apart from, but with. We do not
offer commentary alone, but rather invest ourselves in the work of the world.

As we rest in the relative security of our homes and observe the turmoil in the world—
whether in Russia and Georgia; or the McCain and Obama campaigns; or the mistreatment
of Mother Earth; or the domestic upset of our next-door neighbors; or in the sacred home of
our sister congregation in Knoxville, Tennessee—we are called not merely to wring our
hands and marvel at ‘them’ and their mess, but to recognize our interconnectedness. They
are We, and their well-being is our interest, too. Their mishehavior is ours, too. Their
livelihood is our lifeblood.

Within the local religious community, we also are called to bear burdens and bear
witness. To care for one another to challenge one another. To nurture to provoke.
To be introspective expressive. To be pastoral prophetic. Ours is a congregation
that speaks listens. One that teaches others learns. One that is a change-agent
is willing to change.

As the congregation’s program year gets underway, | extend anew the invitation for you
to be fully engaged in the ministry of the congregation—whether your calling is to listen, to
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learn, to teach, to preach, to fight, to nurture, to observe.
Whatever your gifts and your calling, you are a valuable part
of our community.

As a congregation, this year we will be clarifying our
understanding of who we are as a faith community.
Congregational leaders will ask you, “What difference shall
UUCC make in our lives and in the world?” | encourage
you to think and reflect, and then answer that question from
the depths of your being.

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Message from the President

As summer winds down and we prepare for our
ingathering on September 7th, the advent of a new year of
spiritual growth is already upon us. As we embark on our
journey this year, | ask everyone to pause and reflect on
the following thought: What is the difference that
UUCC wants to make in the world?

I know, some may bristle at the question. It’s too
global, too macro, too “big picture.” Our goal at UUCC is
to be transformative spiritual community. We seek to
transform ourselves, and, by extension, our relationships,
our lives, and the lives of others. What impact will
UUCC, as a diverse spiritual community, make on this
world? As UUs, how can each of us promote the vision
of a world where our Principles are the norm? In light of
the TVUUC tragedy, what must our Congregation do to
convince others to stand on the side of love?

The Board of Trustees will redouble our efforts this
year to listen to our members articulate the difference
UUCC should make in the world. In policy-based
governance, the “difference in the world” is called our
“ends.” (The current ends/vision statements are printed
on the back of the order of service each week). The work
of the Board of Trustees is to ascertain what the
Congregation wants to pursue as ends, and monitor that
the ends are being fulfilled. The Board empowers the
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A-Team to achieve those ends in accordance with our
bylaws and policies. The Board will monitor the progress
and communicate the results, while looking to the
Congregation for feedback.

One immediate difference you will see is that the
A-Team, currently designed to have 2 staff members and
2 volunteers, will become a 2 person “Executive Team,”
consisting of the Minister and an Executive Director
(slated to be hired in the next 6 weeks). The Board will
have a forum on Sunday, August 24th, after service; we
invite you to join us to listen and express your thoughts.

| encourage you to ponder the difference we want to
make— it will be our guiding light. It will determine what
we as a Congregation regard as valuable. It will point us
to where we should dedicate our resources — both
financial and human capital. If we collectively determine
that a certain goal (“end”) is important, we owe it to
ourselves to allocate time and resources toward that goal.
Moreover, we must reconsider any allocation of time or
resources that turn our focus from these goals.

Every day, we remind ourselves of why we chose to
pursue this religion. We owe it to ourselves and the world
to use our talents, resources, and our relationships to
impact our world!

Youth News

Where can you find coal mines, blue grass music, the
home of the Rocket Boys, and many homes in need of
repair? McDowell County, West Virginia, where fifteen
UUCC teens and six adults spent a week in July.

We stayed and worked with a grassroots organization
called Big Creek People in Action, which offers a wide
range of education, leadership development, housing, and
other much-needed services. Our work focused on three
major projects. And we are happy to report that, after
hours of tireless labor, we completed all three!

e We painted the entire exterior, including shutters
and a shed, of an elderly woman’s house.

e We built a front porch and a back porch for a
mobile home that sits four feet off the ground. The
family that lives there recently escaped a fire in
their previous home, and now they have two safe
exits from their home. The porches are even large
enough for them to sit and relax.

e We dug a trench and laid a giant pipe behind a
home that sits on side of mountain and had much
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water damage from water coming down side of
mountain. Now, water will drain away from house
instead of under the house.

When we weren’t working, we spent time getting to
know the people and culture of Appalachia. We toured a
coal mine, listened to a bluegrass band, and visited
Coalwood, home of Homer Hickam and the Rocket Boys
(from the book and movie 7 ).

And if you have attended services at all this summer,
you have probably heard that we brought six new UUCC
members back with us—a sweet beagle named Penny and
her five puppies. Look for “Pennies for Penny” at coffee
hour.

All in all, the trip was an amazing learning
experience on so many levels. Thanks again to the
Congregation as a whole and the Social Action Council,
parents, and chaperones in particular for making it
possible.

Weaving the Tapestry of Our Faith

I hope you had a wonderful summer. It’s hard to
believe that it is drawing to a close and our regular
religious exploration classes will be starting again for
children and youth on September 14. We have a
wonderful program planned and | hope that if you have a
child or young person in your life, you will encourage
them to participate. And as a member or friend of this
congregation, you will consider sharing your gifts with
our children and youth. Below is a summary of this
year’s classes.

Chalice Children (3-5 years old/ Preschool) helps
young children learn about their church and their
congregation. It is based on the belief that children gain a
sense of belonging to their congregation and the Unitarian
Universalist faith through concrete experiences with its
people and places. Continuity is provided by the ritual of
the format, the teaching team and the symbol of the
chalice in a sacred, special place. Through repetition,
children learn about their religious community and about
listening and sharing with others.

Tapestry of Faith — Creating Home (5-7 years old)
helps children develop a sense of home that is grounded
in faith. It speaks of home as a place of belonging and
explores the roles they play in their own homes. The
program introduces the idea of “a faith home” — our
congregation -- in which each of us have a role and can
find joy, protection, and ways to learn and grow. It
introduces children to Unitarian Universalist heritage
including rituals, songs, and stories of UUs whose lives
and words helped shape the faith home we share.

Tapestry of Faith — Moral Tales (7-9 years old)
provides children with the spiritual and ethical tools they
need to make choices and take action in concert with their
Unitarian Universalist beliefs and values. Through
stories, children meet real and fictional heroes and
heroines who have displayed moral courage and spiritual
greatness and learn about making moral choices.

Spirit of Adventure (9-11 years old/4™-5" Grades)
introduces students to Unitarian Universalists who have
made contributions in sports, medicine, food, science,
literature, building, exploring and the natural world in the
context of our UU Principles. It includes physical
activity, a sharing circle, interesting and amusing
activities, stories and fascinating projects and adventures.

It Starts with Me! (11-13 years old/6"-7" Grades)
teaches older students about community service and the
idea that one’s work — volunteer or paid — can be a
creative expression of one’s passions, talents and
abilities. It strives to develop a sense of community and
an awareness of oneself as part of a community, foster the
spirit of giving, learn about community service and social
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activism, explore one’s talents and creativity, gain
experience in project planning and leadership and
strengthen the belief that each of us can make a
difference.

Our Whole Lives (OWL) (8" grade) held on Sunday
evenings, promotes sexual and emotional health in our
communities and fosters meaningful dialogue between
peers, partners, families, and friends. We believe that
comprehensive sexuality education is ministry. It is a
ministry that has profoundly and positively changed the
lives of thousands of Unitarian Universalists since 1971
when our first sexuality curriculum was introduced.
Comprehensive sexuality education is grounded in a
holistic view of sexuality that addresses not only the
physical, but the spiritual, emotional, and cultural aspects
of sexuality. Student learn about sexuality grounded in
our religious and community values.

Quest (Coming of Age) (9" Grade) is an intensive
experiential program that focuses on exploring personal
values, beliefs, and identity, especially in relationship to
Unitarian Universalism. Its primary goals are to: come to
an understanding of what it means to be a spiritual person
at this point in their life; articulate a statement of faith;
create a spiritual and emotional bond with a positive peer
group; and to grow in community within the larger
congregation and the denomination. One Sunday a
month, the class attends the 11:00 a.m. service together
and then holds class afterwards. The program culminates
with a train trip to Boston for a UU Heritage Tour, a
Coming of Age Sunday service and a special ceremony as
a rite of passage in our congregation.

Young Religious Unitarian Universalists (YRUU)
(10™-12" Grades) strives to empower teens to create a
welcoming environment that supports their social,
emotional, and spiritual growth. YRUU meets Sunday
evenings for religious education, service and social
activities and personal growth opportunities. About once
each month, the group attends the 11:00 a.m. Sunday
service followed by discussion. Participants set personal
and group goals, and develop and implement plans to
achieve them. Past activities have included week-long
service trips to New Orleans and West Virginia to
rehabilitate homes, participation in Rebuilding Together
Howard County as well as social events. Each year, the
teens create and lead their own Sunday morning worship
service. Throughout the year, they engage in a decision-
making curriculum that includes everyday choices, larger
ethical issues, and sexuality education through the high
school OWL program. Overall, the program aims to
facilitate students' development of a UU identity that will
guide them in living their values.




UUism in Africa

International UUism is healthy and growing. American
congregations, through the UUA Partner Church Council,
are linked with UU churches in Hungary, Romania,
Poland, the Czech Republic, India and the Philippines.
More than 30,000 UU’s worship in Nigeria, Uganda,
Kenya, Burundi and Congo. These African
congregations are vital to their communities. In Kenya,
for example, they care for AIDS orphans, rent land for
growing maize and then grind it into meal at a mill the
congregation owns. In Brazzaville, Congo, the
congregation is trying to buy land and build a sanctuary.
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While the UUA has not yet officially sanctioned
partnerships with African churches, several American UU
congregations, including Channing Memorial, are
exploring relationships with these churches.

{Q ) J What’s a UU Revival?
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That’s a question that’s asked a lot when UUs hear that there is a revival planned for us
the last Saturday in September. This is usually followed by a statement such as “I didn’t think
UUs did that kind of thing.”

Yet the Revival Planning Committee, with representatives from seven of the nine NoVA
UUs, is hard at work to create a uniquely UU Revival so compelling and so exciting you will
find it irresistible.

Now the literature on UU Revivals is thin to almost non-existent — so we’re breaking
ground here in NoVA, with this our 3" Annual Revival. Therefore the proverbial book is open,
and what we have planned is a mini-GA with “bookend,” highly energetic worship services to
open and close the day. In between, we have booked workshops that are organized in three
tracks: Greener Path, the Welcoming Table, and Broader Vision.

Dr. Thomas Lovejoy, the Heinz Center for Science, Economics and the Environment
president, and founder of the PBS program Nature, and many other high profile positions, will
lead off the Greener Path track with a talk titled “Climate Change: Prospects for Nature.” A Q
& A will follow.

Other great workshops include a UU congregations “Secret Shopper” training that will
prepare participants to visit Sunday services at churches other than their own this fall and report
back to the Baltimore —Washington Growth Committee what they experience. This information
will be used to develop tools to help congregations improve our welcoming skills, and share
great ideas.

There will also be a workshop that will actually be a working meeting of the NoVA UU
Legislative effort Planning Committee. (See article in this issue — but all are welcome.)

We hope to have some youth-led sessions too, but we have confirmed “Faith,
Conscience and Non Violent Civil Resistance in an Age of Empire and War”, facilitated by
Malachy Kilbride, Washington Peace Center, who will be accompanied by youth who will talk
about how they are involved at the Center. We’ll also have “OWL Out” session that will discuss
how UU'’s are spreading the good news about safe and responsible comprehensive sexuality
education.

Registration for the Saturday, September 27th Revival at the UU Church of Arlington
is happening right now online at UUSJ.org. Because we will enjoy a catered lunch prepared by
the UUCA Food Ministry leader, New Orleans native Erica Clark, we require advance
registration.
