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I have been surprised recently — and a little disappointed — to hear of several
incidences from staff and others about disrespectful communications between
members of our UUCC community, or with our neighbors. Of course we all slip
up some times, but these interactions have been blatantly rude or overtly
insensitive. So, in the spirit of our covenant, which says we will challenge each
other to live our values, | urge every one of us to be more deliberate in our
interactions, and more respectful with our words.

I am reminded of Dr. P.M. Forni’s definition of “consideration”:

. If we are to be truly considerate of one another,
we must actively imagine what might be the perspective and needs of another
person. We must their position and how our words and tone might affect
them. This act is grounded in genuine care for building relationships. But how
often, instead, is the goal of communication something different — to “win”, to
prove a point, to show our superiority? And how often are goals befitting for
a spiritual community like ours?

Even as | have heard stories of disrespectful communication, | also have seen
examples of beautiful, community-building communications among us. As risky
as email can be — how often the de-personalized medium causes us to lose all sense
of civility! — our UUCC Yahoo! Group nearly always is an example of a respectful
exchange of ideas.* Consider, for example, the recent e-conversation launched by
our Board of Trustees about “what difference we wish to make”. There were many
varied perspectives on the topic, and yet every writer expressed their opinion with
conviction, was open to considering others’. The discussion was characterized
by openness, respect and authentic sharing. As several participants commented,
“This is why I’m part of this community.”

And so my hope is that we will commit ourselves to extending this open,
respectful approach into all our interactions — with staff (even if we feel they have
erred); in meetings (even when the “right” outcome is important); in 1&U groups
(even when conflict is intense); with CUMC and other OBIC neighbors (even when
our interests seem to clash). In everything we do, may we truly be our selves.

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If asked, a large portion, most likely a majority, of the
European-American (i.e. white) membership of UUCC
would proclaim their personal lack of prejudice and
their belief that our Congregation is fully open and
welcoming to persons of color (i.e. anything other than

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Obviously, and blessedly, the blatant, egregious
racism of the (not so distant) past is gone. OBIC does not
have separate bathrooms, water fountains, or seating
areas. White members don’t follow black members or
visitors around to make sure they don’t steal the
silverware. However, this doesn’t mean everything is
now hunky-dory.

Of particular note is the failure of quite a few of the
European-American members to see beyond simple skin
color and recognize African-American members as
individuals. What other explanation can there be for
regularly confusing the half-dozen or so African-
Americans in the Congregation with one another? This
misrecognition occurs regardless of differences in age,
physical attributes, and skin shade. At least no one has
gotten any of the men confused with the women — that
we have heard of.

Further, when related issues are being discussed,
the lone minority person in the group is usually expected
to speak for and represent all members of his or her
if not for all people of color. No one expects one of the
white folks to speak for all Europeans and European-
Americans. Actually as Unitarian-Universalists, we often
feel uncomfortable representing anyone other than
ourselves, much less representing all UU’s, or white
people, or Howard Countians, etc.

The , —_$ program that meets at OBIC on the
third Wednesday of each month recognizes that the major

conflicts have for the most part been resolved in

UU congregations even if less so in the outside world. It
also recognizes that the people with privilege and power
based on the color of their skin are generally good, fair-
minded people who simply don’t know what they don’t
know about life as a person of color. You are invited to
attend one of our sessions to perhaps find out what you
don’t know.

Maryland Normal and Industrial School at Bowie is
now Bowie State University, Maryland’s oldest
historically black university and one of the ten oldest in
the country.

On the Bowie State campus is also the Goodloe
House. Kathy, Anne and | were given a personal tour on
the house. The house was built to accommodate not only
the Goodloe family, but also female students (Male
students were housed in the loft of the barn). The house
was designed by John A. Moore; an African-American
architect from Washington, D.C. Goodloe occupied the
house until his death in 1959. It remained in the
possession of Goodloe's heirs until 1990. The Goodloe
house is the only building from the college's early period
still standing.
